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@ It was in 1937 that the Seversky
Aireraft Corp., predecessor of the Re-
public Aviatien Corp., produced an air- |
plane, a hot little fighter design—the
P-35. This design exhibited many
“firats.” It was the first military all-
metal single-seater with retractable
undercarriage, capable of speeds cloze
to 300 miles an hour.

Unele Sam placed a number of con-
tracts for a good number of this fast
design. Aside from filling military or-
ders, many were sold to European coun- .
tries. A number of these metal beauties
found their way into civilian hands and
were designated ED-1. Some were flown
by such famous names as: Jimmy Doo-
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little, Frank Fuller, and Jacquéline
Cochran—all of Bendix and Thompson
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trophy fame.

The P-36 carried a retractable land-
ing gear that left encugh of the wheels
protruding from the wheel wells to al-
low a safe emergency landing, with lit-
tle damage. Boeing used it on their
early 247-D airliners and on the B-17.
Douglas also featured it on their im-
mortal DC-3’s. To follow the genealogy
of this design into the last ropean

» gampaign, we find the famous Republic

P-47. The P-35 is its predecessor.
